2.   I will not type in a web address or do my own independent 

search without my teacher's permission. 
 

3.   I will practice Internet safety by not providing any personal 
information such as my full name, picture, address, home phone 
number, or name of my school on the Internet. 

 

4.   I will tell my teacher if I read or see something on the Internet 

that makes me feel uncomfortable. 
 

5.   I will not use email independently, enter a chat room, or use 
instant messaging in school. 

 

6.   I will not access, modify, copy, or share passwords or data belonging to 
  other users. 

 

I understand that all school rules apply while I am using the 

Internet and computers. If I do not follow these rules, I will 
be subject to disciplinary action.
